Child Labor
With the coming of the Industrial revolution in England in the mid 1700s, children shifted from working on farms or in the home working in textile factories, brickyards, and coal mines. Once children began working in the factories, parents could no longer watch over them as they had previously when they worked on the farms. Poor families could not afford enough food to keep their children healthy, so children had weaker bodies and were more likely to get sick from the dusty air or become deformed from accidents from machines. Factory owners paid children extremely low wages 10 percent of adult males' wages for long hours and often difficult work.


As concerns about the welfare of children rose in the mid 1800s, parliament (the English government Legislature) held investigations to find out the conditions of children workers.
